In order to support current and future water supply needs, the City of San Angelois pursuing the implementation of a direct potable
reuse project (DPR). Upgrades to the City's wastewater treatment plant will be made to allow for biological nutrient removal.
Effluent from the City's wastewater treatment plant will be conveyed to an advanced water treatment facility, which will include low
pressure membranes, reverse osmosis (RO) and advanced disinfection. Thisadvanced-treated water will then be delivered to the
City's surface water treatment plant where it will undergo complete conventional treatment prior to being delivered to customers.
The project will be designed to treat 9-MGD of effluent, expandable up to 12-MGD of effluent. Current annual average flows are
approximately 9.0 MGD. Accounting for losses to treatment residuals, initial average annual water supply yield from the project is
anticipated to be approximately 7 MGD and will increase to 9.5 MGD when operating at full capacity. In addition to the advanced
water treatment facilities, the project also includes improvements at the City'swater and wastewater treatment plants, disposal of
concentrate from the RO treatment system and conveyance infrastructure to transport the water between the treatment facilities
and RO concentrate.
