This Transmission Expansion Project is part of the COH Treatment and Distribution Expansion.

The Lake Houston surface water is treated at the COH Northeast Water Purification Plant (NEWPP). The transmission line
will transport the treated water from the plant to City of Houston, Central Harris County Regional Water Authority
(CHCRWA) and North Harris County Regional Water Authority(NHCRWA).

City of Houston will construct a second source transmission line from the NEWPP located at the intersection of the Sam
Houston Toll Road (Beltway 8) and US 59 (Eastex Freeway) on easements westbound to Greens Road, approximately 30
miles.

The transmission line capacity is approximately 200 MGD.
